POINTS TO BE KEPT IN MIND WHILE PREPARING A PATENT WRITE-UP

1. The date of a patent is the date of filing the Patent Specification (Complete or Provisional), at the appropriate Patent Office. In India the Government of India Patent Office (GOIPO). The legal right on the application for patent accrues from the date of patent and the term is 20 years.

2. Please note that no information may be added after filing the Complete Specification. In case matter is allowed to be added the patent may be post dated, thus loosing the priority date.

3. In a special case where work is in progress & can reasonably be completed at the laboratory level within about 12 months, a Provisional Specification may be filed, to obtain a priority date. However, full care should be taken NOT to make the invention public till the complete specification is filed.

4. Please note that optimization, indigenisation / import substitution [unless it is novel and there is a non-obvious inventive step(s)] may not be considered a patentable subject matter.  

5. The patent document should preferably be in 12 point ‘Arial’ font. Printout to be in 1.5 space on one side of A4 size paper with a margin of 4 cm on the top and left hand part and 3 cm on the bottom and right hand part. 

6. The write-up should NOT contain sub-headings and paragraph numbers.

7. The write-up should contain sufficient and substantive information giving: 

(i) The prior art details and drawbacks thereof. Search at websites.
(ii) The Complete description and information / disclosure of all essential and optional features of the invention to be protected. Clearly state the novelty and non-obvious inventive step(s) (This actually makes or breaks a patent). Please note that the novelty and non-obvious inventive step(s) of an invention is on a worldwide basis, although we may be filing for patent only in India.
(iii) Proper working examples covering the full scope of the invention.
8. The scope of the protection will be determined on the basis of the disclosure and description given in the Complete Specification and should cover the broadest possible range(s) within which the invention will work. 

9. The drawings (if any) should be prepared as follows: 

(i) One set of original drawings are to be prepared on A4 size (vertical position) with a margin of at least 4cm on the top and left hand and 3cm at the bottom and right hand, on trace cloth / transparency sheet / thick durable paper with indelible ink, plus four photocopied sets.  

(ii) No descriptive matter should appear on the drawing sheet(s) and each relevant part should be numbered on a continual basis i.e. the same number should NOT be used for different parts.

(iii) The drawing sheet(s) should be labeled as follows:
