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It has come to the notice of the Director, CSIR-CEERI that the information sought under Right
to Information Act, 2005 from the Custodians of Information / Deemed Public Information Officers is
not supplied within the stipulated time limit. Consequently, there remains a possibility of unnecessary
delay in providing the desired information. Therefore, in order to resolve this, all the Custodians of
Information / Deemed Public Information Officers is required to ensure that the desired information is
mandatorily be sent to the Assistant Public Information Officer (mani@ceeri.res.in) of the institution
within maximum 10 days from the date of receipt of the request for information.
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
